OUTSTANDING ALUMNI/COMMUNITY MEMBER AWARD
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:

This prestigious award is given to outstanding alumni, teachers and staff whose deeds and lives bring credit to Anaheim High School. The award may also be given to community members who have gone above and beyond in their contributions to the students of Anaheim High School. 
Recipients of the Hall of Fame award are exemplars of exceptional accomplishments and thereby set high standards for Anaheim High School students.  

 

AWARD PROCEDURES:

1. Nominations will be accepted and considered by the Hall of Fame committee annually.  To preserve the significance of this award, each recipient must be extremely deserving; therefore, even though nominees will be considered annually, there may not necessarily be a recipient every year.  
2. Numbers of recipients per year will be limited to five (5).  Nominators of candidates who were not selected may renew the nominations in consecutive years.  Self nomination is acceptable.
3. In the case of an alumni nomination, the graduate should be five years removed from the school.

4. Generally, the nominees should fall within the following categories:

Outstanding Contribution to Society
Outstanding Contribution to Athletics
Outstanding Contribution to the Arts

Outstanding Contribution to Anaheim High School by Faculty/Staff

Outstanding Contribution to Anaheim High by a Community Member

5. The Hall of Fame program is sponsored by the Anaheim High School Alumni Association. The Association will form a committee to organize the annual dinner and silent auction. 

6. The Hall of Fame Nomination Committee will be comprised of Anaheim High School administration, alumni and current students. 

7. A plaque shall be presented to inductees at a Hall of Fame dinner or other occasion.  A second plaque shall be placed on permanent display at Anaheim High School. 

8. Inductees to the Hall of Fame will also be awarded a jacket designed especially for the program. The jacket will be given to inductees during half-time at a varsity football game in the fall of each school year. 
9. Each nominee must provide an 8 x 10 photo to be place on the permanent school-site plaque.  
 
Article I

BY-LAW REVISIONS
 

Amendments to the Outstanding Alumni/Community Member Award by-laws shall be voted upon by the Outstanding Alumni/Community Member Committee at a committee meeting or by absentee vote if having an excused absence from the meeting.  Amendments receiving two-thirds majority votes from the eligible Outstanding Alumni/Community Member Committee members shall be adopted.

 

Article II

ANAHEIM DISTINGUISHED ALUMNI AWARD/COMMUNITY MEMBER COMMITTEE

 

A. Responsibilities 

a. The general responsibilities for the committee are to govern and to administer this organization within the guidelines set forth in the by-laws. 

b. The Outstanding Alumni/Community Member Committee shall establish policies and procedures necessary for the proper functioning of the Outstanding Alumni/Community Member Award only when adequate policy or procedures do not already exist within these by-laws. 

 

B. Membership on the Outstanding Alumni/Community Member Award committee shall be selected by the principal of Anaheim High School with the assistance of present committee members. 

 

Article VIII

 

The committee shall be made up of one administrator, two teachers, one student, one community member, the president of the Anaheim High School Alumni Association and alumni representing a span of class years. 
 

Article IX

HALL OF FAME

 

Duties of the Committee:

1. Receive folder of nominees’ bio-data information and be familiar with the contents.

2. Attend the selection meeting and vote for your top three candidates of choice.  Ranking top choice #1, second #2 and third choice #3.

3. Solicit from others and/or make nominations for the pool of nominees.

Duties of Chairperson:

1. Update the bio-date on nominees and prepare folders to disseminate to the committee members for nomination meetings.

2. Appoint committee members as necessary. 

3. Schedule and conduct a meeting to select the inductee.

4.  Notify inductee by mail following the meeting and notify them of fall date, if possible.  Give hints for acceptance speech (3-4 minutes) and request a guest list for the ceremony.

5. Request two 8x 10 photos.

6. Introduce the inductee at the football game half-time ceremony.

7. Work with Anaheim High School Alumni Association on award ceremony.
